CIRCULAR TO CLUBS

The Board of the WACF is aware of information being circularised concerning the WACF which is inaccurate and has not been authorised by the Board.  As some of this information is incorrect the Board wishes to advise clubs as follows:

1. Contrary to what is being circularised, the existing Board of the WACF is still in existence and operating, even though there are only three members of the Board.  This very same situation occurred earlier this year when the Board with three members continued to operate until additional members were appointed some time later.  In the current instance the process to appoint additional Board members commenced some time ago when advertisements were placed and applications received.  This process is ongoing with the Board recommending three applicants to be considered by the next scheduled RMC meeting.  If all recommendations are accepted by the RMC there will be six Board members.
2. The Board is also aware of a circular which purports to remove the Board from office being circularised.  Although the Board has not been officially served with any such resolution by some clubs, the Board has reviewed the document and determined if and when it is served upon the Board the purported resolution is invalid as it fails to comply with the WACF Constitution.  In particular the Board noted that some signatures on the document did not have the authority of their club, the document signed recently is different from that signed in a earlier period of time, some of the information sent out in support of the resolution is incorrect, some clubs claim that they were mislead into signing the document and have withdrawn their signature and some clubs who purport to sign the resolution are not eligible to sign.  Therefore the document has no effect.
3. The Board has received a resolution signed by three clubs calling for a General Meeting to consider amending the Constitution. Under the current Constitution the Board has 30 days to call the meeting.  Accordingly, the Board has set the meeting for 20Th January 2010 and the agenda for that meeting will also include those items deferred from the AGM on 17th December 2009.  Clubs have already received notice of these items prior to the AGM, however they will sent out again when the office re-opens after the holiday break.  The meeting will be held at the offices of DSR Vincent St Leederville at 6.00pm.
4. The Board is aware of attempts by Mr. Julian Atkinson to call a General Meeting for either 16th or 21st January 2010 to consider changes to the Constitution.  The Board advises that Mr. Atkinson has no authority or standing to call any meeting of the WACF.  Mr. Atkinson is not a Board member, nor is he a member of any of the clubs who submitted the notice.  Therefore, any meeting held on either of those dates will be invalid.  The valid meeting to consider changes to the Constitution called by the Board will be held on Wed 20Th January 2010.
5. The next normal monthly meeting of the RMC is scheduled for 12th January 2010.  This will be a normal meeting and the agenda will include amongst other items, the appointment of State Team personnel from those applications received, consideration of new Board appointments, any race sanction applications received and other items as submitted by clubs.   The agenda will be sent out when the office re-opens after the holiday break.

 The Board reiterates that the operations of the WACF continue as normal under the direction of the Board.  Obviously at the present time the office is closed for the holiday break.
Clubs are advised to treat with caution all approaches from persons attempting to destabilise the WACF or otherwise purporting to have the authority to call meetings or act on behalf of the Board.  The current Board consists of Mrs. A Anderson as Chairperson, Mr. R Miller and Mr. M Fawcett as members.
